All activity will link to The Box microsite where film fans will be 

able to access exclusive information about the film and cast as well as a variety 

of trailers. Traffic to the site will be driven by a 24hour cube takeover on 

Orange’s homepage and a bespoke film channel takeover, which will include a 

video header, a display advert with video content, Middle Page Unit (MPU) 

and footer on the screen.  

 

The Box will also be taking over the LOVEFiLM website, with the use of the 

cube format on the Thriller homepage, the first ever creative media of its kind 

for the website. The online activity will be tailored to appear solely on relevant 

genre homepages within the LOVEFiLM website. 

 

The campaign will run in the lead up to the release of The Box in cinemas on 

Friday 4th December. The Orange and LOVEFiLM websites deliver 5,025,000 
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and 1,411,000 unique users each month respectively, which will ensure 

maximum exposure around the film’s launch.
